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Pluff Mud, You Gotta Love It...

Pawleys regulars are familiar with pluff mud. You know, that dark
mud just below the marsh water's surface. But what is it? Over
time, several thousand years' worth of dead animals, marsh plants
and other vegetable matter have washed into the tidal swamps and
marshes surrounding the Lowcountry. Everything that has washed in
has never completely washed out and it is this build up of sediment
that creates the foundation for marsh mud, also known as pluff mud.
\¥hen the decay of the bottom matter is revealed at low tide, the
muck releases hydrogen sulfide, a powerfully strong smelling gas. It
is pungent and unmistakably Lowcountry.

Many natives consider it a friendly smell that reminds them of home
the instant they smell it, but visitors and newcomers are often heard
describing it as an odor similar to rotten eggs. Those that love Pawleys have developed a fondness for that smell,
because it's presence means they are in their favorite place in the world.
